When I was a small child, I wanted to become a doctor and save sick people because I was saved
by some doctors. But when I had a chance to hear a story from Ms. Ito last year, I learned there are
other ways to save people’s lives. So, I changed my mind. She has worked abroad as a volunteer. She
told us a story about a project in Honduras.

Many people grow fruits and vegetables in the world. We eat them every day, but if they are not
safe or clean, they sometimes make us I:l . There are many people who become I:l and
die every year because they can’t get safe food. There are many children who die because of this
problem even before they become five years old. This is one of the biggest social problems, especially
in developing countries, like Honduras. In Honduras, the government and WHO thought it was
important for people to eat safe food. After that, they started a project to improve people’s health
with food education. They decided to offer education to the women in small villages. Most women in
these villages were growing food and cooking for their families every day. The women who learned
how to cook food safely became the leaders in their villages and taught it to other people.

*Claudia, one of these leaders, shared this *knowledge with other people in her village. For
example, she told them to wash their hands and food with clean water before cooking. She also told
them to stop putting their fruits and vegetables on the ground *directly. In Japan, these ideas are
not special. But before the project, the villagers in Honduras didn’t know what they had to do to eat
safe food. They tried these new ways, and a year later, the village changed a lot. #f®D LD £ < DA
ORI B EXFE L7, Then the number of sick people *decreased. The project was

successful.

We usually wash our hands and food when we cook. But it was new to the people in Claudia’s
village. I was surprised. Then I learned the importance of sharing knowledge and experience with
other people. Ms. Ito said, “In developing countries, people need more volunteers.” I know it’s not so
easy to work in such countries, but I will be very happy if I can save a lot of lives. I want to study
more and use my knowledge and experience to help people around the world. I have a strong *desire

to do something for them.
